“The Only Begotten Son”
Sabbath Workshop 7/14/2006

“For Yahweh so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son.” (John /
Yohanan 3:16)

1. Israel was divided into two houses, into Northern and Southern Kingdoms, which were known as
Israel (Ephraim) and Judah. ( 1 Kings 11:11-35, 12:15, 24; 2 Chr. 11:4; Isaiah 8:14)

A) Solomon disobeyed Yahweh’s commandment regarding remaining SEPARATE He 
married outside of his race.  He had 700 wives, princesses and three hundred concubines. His wives
turned away his heart. ( 1 Kings / 1 Melakim 11:2)

B) (1 Kings / 1 Melakim 11:5) Solomon turned from Yahweh and served;
 

Ashtoreth: The female demon of lust. Ashtoreth is connected to Friday (6th day) and
is visually represented as a young woman with a cow’s horn and sometimes a cow’s tail. She is the
counterpart to Ishtar  (an evil heartless goddess who destroys her lovers). She is worshiped during
EASTER. 

Milkom: Milkom means “great king”. He is also called ‘Molech’. Infants were
sacrificed to this god. 

Chemosh: Chemosh means “the destroyer” or “fish god”. Solomon built a high place
for this god. Chemosh, therefore was in general a deity of the same nature as Baal (The Lord). On
critical occasions a human sacrifice was considered necessary to secure his favor (II Kings3:27), and
when deliverance came, a sanctuary might be built to him

C) The punishment: ( 1 Kings 11:11-16) 

2. Ephraim was sent into captivity in Assyria around 722 BC and Judah into Babylon (around 586 BC).
Many have viewed their captivities as one, but there were many years and many miles of difference
between them. (2 Kings 17:6, 24;1 Chr. 5:26; Ezek 1:1; 1 Kings 14:15).

3. Ephraim became “LoAmi” (not a people) and was swallowed up among the nations. They were
therefore lost to their Israelite identity. (Hosea 1 - 2 ,  8:8; Romans 9:21-23; Amos 9:9)

A) Today most of Ephraim is in the church (the Babylonian / pagan system). You cannot
worship Yahweh through the Babylonian system. 

B)Yahweh promises to remove the names of the Baal’s (The Lord) from our mouths and
reclaim us as HIS PEOPLE!
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C) Israel will be sifted out of the Babylonian system. “Come out of her My people lest you
share in her sins and receive her plagues!” (Revelation 18:4)

4. Israel is forever Chosen to Choose: All Israelites and their seed must choose either to follow and
obey the Holy One of Israel or follow other elohims (idols). (Deu. 28:1-68, 30:19, Joshua 24:15)

5. The facts about our biological heritage cannot be changed based on our faith or lack of faith.
Israelites are forever biological Israelites. Furthermore, there is an eternal call on all of Israel’s seed.
(Deu. 4:37, 7:6-8, 10:15; Exo. 19:4-6; Jer. 31:37; 33:25-26; Rom. 11:28-29).

A) There is no doubt that the tribe of Judah today are those who were born Jewish.
We also know that it isn’t enough to simply be born Jewish. You must accept Messiah Yahshua.
However when it comes to Ephraim, we readily accept that Ephraim is spiritually Jewish and nothing
more. Both are half - baked. You must be BOTH a natural and spiritual descendant.

B) The promise was given to Abraham and his seed. “one who will come forth from
your own body, he shall be your heir.” (Genesis 15:1-6)

C) Isaac’s wife Rebekah is promised to become the mother of “myriads” or thousands
of millions. (Genesis 24:60)

D) Yahweh promises Jacob that he will become a congregation of peoples. (Genesis
28:3)

6. Though scattered among the nations, lost Ephramites continue to be physical Israelites just as
Judahites continue to by physical Israelites, just as Judahites continue to be physical Jews. (Jer. 31:20;
2 Kings 17:23; Zech. 11:14; Daniel 9:7; 1 Chr. 5:26; Eph. 2:17. Hosea 5:3, 8:8, Amos 9:9, Deu.
28:64).

7. Ephraim has been lost to and thus is ignorant of his Israelite heritage. (Hosea 1-2; 4:1,6: Jer. 31:18-
19, Hosea 7:8)

“Who IS Israel REALLY??”

8. What was the reason that Yeshua came down to earth?  (Jeremiah 50:6 ‘the problem’ ~ Matthew
15:24, Matthew 10:5-15 ~ ‘the solution’)

9. Who is the “New Covenant / Testament” for and what are the characteristics of this covenant?
(Jeremiah 31:31-34)

10. Who is the “only begotten son”?  (Isaiah 49:1-6, Exodus 4:22, Hosea 11:1, Matthew 2:15)

A) In Isaiah 49:1-6 Yahshua is speaking of Yahweh. What name does Yahweh call Yahshua?
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1. Scripture clearly states that Israel is Yahweh’s firstborn son. 
2. Scripture clearly states that Yahshua is Yahweh’s only begotten son. (John 3:16)

B)  “Begotten” is the English translation of the Greek word “monogenes”.
C) “Monogenes” literally means “a single gene”. 
D) “Gene” is derived from the word “genos” which means “race”.
E) Dictionary definition of “gene”

a)   A hereditary unit that occupies a specific location on a chromosome, determines a
particular characteristic in an organism by directing the formation of a specific protein, and is capable
of replicating itself at each cell division.

                        b) A hereditary unit consisting of a sequence of DNA that occupies a specific location
on a chromosome and determines a particular characteristic in an organism. Genes undergo mutation
when their DNA sequence changes.

c) a producer or one that is produced.

“But the promises were spoken to Abraham and to his Seed. He does not say, “and to seeds,” as of

many, but as of one, “And to your Seed,” who is Messiah. Now this I say, Torah that came four

hundred and thirty years later, does not annul a covenant previously confirmed by Elohim in Messiah,

so as to do away with the promise.” (Galatians 3:16-17)

The original promise was that his heir would be from his own body. This promise was for him and his
Seed (Yahshua Messiah).  We are “born again” when we receive Yahshua as our Messiah, through this
re-birth is a restoration of our genetic blueprint.

Some points to consider: 

Satan has counterfeited the fact that you may not marry outside your race. Yes this is a true

commandment from the Father, however it has nothing to do with your skin color or your natural
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heritage. (2 Cor. 6:14) Our race is Israel. Through our natural birth here on this earth we were

automatically corrupted. Yahshua came through a virgin birth so that He’d remain pure through the

transition. Mary provided His flesh coat, Yahweh provided his deity.  

He has the perfect single gene that has never mixed with paganism. And thus, as our big

brother in Israel is able to fully restore what sin had damaged - our genetic profile.... selah.

Abraham was 75 years old when Yahweh called him out of the paganism of Haran (Genesis

12:1-4). Abraham left as Yahweh commanded. Through faith and obedience Abraham receives the

promise and enters into covenant with Yahweh (becomes an Israelite - Genesis 15). How can

Abraham become an Israelite before the name ‘Israel’ was even given? Also, Abraham was by birth a

Canaanite. This proves that we ALL Jew & Gentile born MUST receive the spirit of adoption.

In order to become Hebrew you must ‘crossover’. Hebrew means “crossover”. Ephraim (non- Jewish

born believers) must crossover and receive their physical inheritance. Judah (Jewish born believers)

must crossover and receive their spiritual inheritance. 

Yahshua is the lamb that was slain before the foundation of the world. Yahshua is also called

Israel (Yahweh’s firstborn Son). When the truth of Yahshua is received, the monogene (the single

perfect gene) is also received. We know that Abraham received the prophecies (handed down from

Adam throughout the generations) concerning the coming Messiah as Scripture alludes to in Hebrews

11:17

“By belief (or faith) Abraham, when he was tried offered up Isaac / Yitshaq, and he who had

received the promises offered up his only brought-forth (begotten) son, of whom it was said, “In Isaac

your seed shall be called,” reckoning that Elohim was able to raise, even from the dead,

from which he received him back as a type.”  

Abraham was willing to sacrifice his only begotten son (the one son in whom the promise lied. Isaac
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was the ‘monogene’ the single gene through which all of Israel would be birthed and brought to

fruition.) Isaac is a type of Messiah.

Summary: Yahweh sent his “only begotten Son” who is Israel  in the only perfect form. Yeshua

was the only Son in Israel whose genes had not been mutated through sin. Therefore through Yeshua

the ‘monogene’ (the perfect single gene) all of Israel is restored to their rightful heritage and a pure

genetic pool . 

This genetic pool determines our characteristics (as outlined throughout all Scripture). We

identify one another by familial similarities. When Israel obeys Torah all brothers and sisters will

resemble one another regardless of their natural race, creed, or color. Our true racial identity is Israel. 

Because this ‘monogene’ is able to replicate itself, the possibilities are limitless.

Just as Solomon married outside his race and was led astray. When we disobey Yahweh’s

commandment to remain separate we seal a covenant between ourselves and satan. For your genetic

restoration, you must accept The Only Begotten Son. “Israel” means “Elohim Prevails”

Some Characteristics Of An Israelite
( How to recognize your family!)

1. They serve and are in covenant with the Mighty One of Abraham, Isaac, & Jacob. (Genesis 17:1-9)
2. They rest on the Seventh Day. (Exodus 20:8-11)
3. Their men and sons are circumcised in flesh and heart. (Genesis 17:10-14, Deut. 10:16)
4. They keep the feast days. (Exodus 23:14)
5. They celebrate the new moons. (Psalm 81:3, Isaiah 66:23)
6. They do not speak the names of other elohims. (Exodus 23:13)
7. They wear tzit tzit’s (or tassels) on the hem of their garments. (Numbers 15:38-39)
8. Their men do not shave their beards or heads bald. (Leviticus 19:27, 21:5) 
9. They abhor witchcraft, mediums, and spiritists. (Ezekiel 13:17-23 ~ also a good reference for head
coverings!)
10. They are a tribal people. (Numbers 2:2) 
11. They bear the mark of Yahweh in their foreheads and right hand. (Revelation 7:2-4; 13:16)
